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Pakistan starts UNSC
presidency for July

Pakistan on Tuesday
said that it assumed
the Presidency of the
UN Security Council

for the month of July with a
“sense of purpose, humility
and conviction” to promote
respect of law and 
multilateralism.

The presidency of the
Security Council — the world
body’s power centre — is part
of Pakistan’s two-year term as
a non-permanent member of
the UNSC, which began in
January 2025. Pakistan was
elected as a non-permanent
member with overwhelming
support of the UN member-
ship, securing 182 votes out of
193. The presidency rotates
monthly among its 15 mem-
bers, in alphabetical order.

“Pakistan undertakes this
responsibility with a deep
sense of purpose, humility
and conviction. Our approach
will continue to remain
anchored in the purposes and
principles of the UN Charter,
respect for international law,
and a steadfast commitment to
multilateralism,” the Foreign
Office said in a statement.

“Pakistan’s Presidency will
be transparent, inclusive and
responsive,” Ambassador Asim
Iftikhar Ahmad told the state-
run correspondent at the UN,
as he prepared to face the chal-
lenges ahead.

Ambassador Iftikhar, who
will preside over the Council
meetings on key global issues
in July, said he was fully aware
of the complex geo-political
scenario, growing instability
and threats to international
peace and security, marked by
rising conflicts and deepening
humanitarian crises.

He has already met with UN
Secretary General Antonio
Guterres and briefed him on
the Council’s programme of

work in July. “As a country that
has consistently advocated for
dialogue and diplomacy,
Pakistan brings a principled
and balanced perspective to
the Security Council’s work
shaped by its own experience,
and longstanding contribu-
tion to UN’s peacekeeping
and peace-building efforts,”
the Pakistani envoy said in the
interview.

“We look forward to work-
ing with all Council members
for collective, timely action by
the Council in line with its pri-
mary responsibility under the
Charter and expectations of
broader UN membership,” he
added.

The Foreign Office state-

ment further said that the
Presidency will convene two
high-level signature events
during July: an open debate on
‘Promoting International
Peace and Security through
Multilateralism and the
Peaceful Settlement of
Disputes’, to be held on July 22;
and a briefing on ‘Cooperation
between the United Nations
and Regional and Sub-
Regional Organisations: The
Organisation of Islamic
Cooperation (OIC)’, sched-
uled for July 24.

Both meetings will be
chaired by Ishaq Dar, Pakistan’
Deputy Prime Minister and
Foreign Minister of Pakistan,
who will also preside over the
quarterly open debate on the
Question of Palestine on July
23, it added. FO also said that
Pakistan looks forward to
working closely with all
Council members to promote
timely and united action, in
line with the Council’s Charter
responsibilities and the expec-
tations of the international
community.

Pakistan’s earlier terms on
the Council were in 2012-13,
2003-04, 1993-94, 1983-84,
1976- 77, 1968-69 and 
1952-53.

Thai PM suspended

The Constitutional
Court’s suspension of
Thai Prime Minister

Paetongtarn Shinawatra has
raised questions about whether
her family’s political comeback
last year would end with
another downfall.

Paetongtarn was the third
prime minister in her family,
after her father, Thaksin
Shinawatra, a telecom billion-
aire who has been one of
Thailand’s top political opera-
tors, and her aunt, Yingluck
Shinawatra, who was the coun-
try’s first female prime minis-
ter. Thaksin remained beloved
after his ouster among voters
who saw in him and his allies
a government that looked after
their interests. While cam-
paigning in 2022, Paetongtarn
acknowledged her family ties
but insisted she was not her
father’s proxy. “It’s not the
shadow of my dad. I am my
dad’s daughter, always and for-
ever, but I have my own deci-
sions,” she said.

She also said she hoped her
government would be able to
“build opportunity and quali-
ty of life” and “make the coun-
try go forward.”

Paetongtarn was suspended
Tuesday by the court pending
an ethics investigation a leaked
phone call with senior
Cambodian leader Hun Sen

that was perceived as damag-
ing to Thailand’s interests and
image.

Her critics have said
Paetongtarn’s government has
achieved little. Marriage equal-
ity became law but was initiat-
ed under her predecessor.
Controls on cannabis were
retightened after public back-
lash over decriminalisation,
but the move and its enforce-
ment were called rushed and
confusing.

Her critics also cited unsat-
isfactory outcomes in other
Pheu Thai party policies, like
unequal minimum wage
increases, constant changes in
a cash handout programme
and the stalled and controver-
sial legalisation of casinos.
They also noted the lack of
progress in tariffs talks with the
United States.

But analysts see the leaked
call following border tensions
with Cambodia to be the most
disastrous event by far. The
outrage has centred on
Paetongtarn’s comments about
an outspoken Thai army com-
mander and the perception
that she was 
trying to appease Hun Sen.

Paetongtarn apologised but
also denied that she had dam-
aged the country. She ignored
calls for her to resign or dis-
solve Parliament to take
responsibility, which critics
saw as an attempt by the Pheu
Thai party to cling to power.

94 killed in 78 terrorist
attacks across Pakistan

At least 94 people, includ-
ing 53 security person-
nel, were killed in 78 ter-

rorist attacks across Pakistan in
June this year, according to a
new report released on Tuesday.

The monthly security report
released by Islamabad-based
think tank Pakistan Institute for
Conflict and Security Studies
(PICSS) said from January to

June 2025, there were 502 ter-
rorist incidents across the coun-
try, resulting in 737 deaths.
Among the deceased were 284
security forces personnel and
273 civilians.

In June alone, 78 terror
attacks claimed the lives of 53
security personnel, 39 civilians,
and 2 members of peace com-
mittees. Additionally, 189 indi-
viduals were injured, compris-
ing 126 security personnel and
26 civilians, the report said.
